A RESOLUTION TO PLACE SIGNAGE FOR AN AUTISTIC CHILD AND DETERMINE RESPONSIBILITY OF COST OF PURCHASING AND INSTALLATION OF SIGNAGE

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Bloomfield was approached about placing a traffic sign to alert drivers on Madison Street to the presence of an autistic child;
WHEREAS, the Council has discussed the need for the sign on at least two occasions at Council meetings and there has been no public object to the placement of such a sign;
WHEREAS, the City Council, after review and consideration of all relevant facts, believes that it is in the best interest of the residents of the City of Bloomfield for such a sign to be placed.
IT IS THEREFORE RESOLVED by the City Council that the City Streets Department will place pedestrian traffic signs with an autistic child warning sign below at the southeast corner of the street for northbound traffic and at the northwest corner of the street for southbound traffic in the 300 block of Madison Street.
	IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED that the signs placed pursuant to this resolution shall be removed if the autistic child moves from the 300 block of Madison Street or upon the 18th birthday of the child for whom the sign is being installed.
