	WHEREAS, no written or oral objections were made to the proposed re-conveyance of the Property, and it was deemed by the City Council to be in the best interests of the City that the Property be sold for the Purchase Price, to Buyer pursuant to the terms of the Agreement.

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BLOOMFIELD, IOWA:

	Section 1.  Buyer's offer of the Purchase Price for the purchase of the Property pursuant to the terms of the Agreement is hereby re-accepted and re-approved.

	Section 2.  On behalf of the City, the City Administrator is hereby authorized to execute any and all documents necessary to accomplish the sale of the Property to Buyer.
